Re: USE OF “TOYS” AND TRANSPORTATION AT TROOP AND PATROL     ACTIVITIES
Scouts should be driven or escorted to Troop and Patrol activities by their parents or an adult designated by their parent. Scout insurance covers travel to and from Troop and Patrol activities as long as an adult properly supervises them. Scouts should not walk, ride a bike, ride a skateboard, or ride a scooter to Troop and Patrol activities unless an adult accompanies them.

Bikes, skateboards, and scooters should not be brought to or used at Troop and Patrol activities. This is a safety concern. 

Gameboys, cell phone’s with games, portable radios or CD players and other similar devices should not be used at Troop and Patrol activities. These devices “may” be able to be used on campouts during free time only.

Items that are misused will be confiscated and  returned to parents.
