Opening Ceremony

Caller stands behind podium facing Troop, standing at attention with feet together and arms at sides. Color Guard stands at back of Scout Shack, one on each side with Flag in hands facing forward.

CALLER: “Troop Attention. Hats and jackets off“ Wait till everyone stands at attention, removes hats and jackets, and is quiet. . Scout Hats do not need to be removed.

CALLER: “Color Guard forward march.”

Color Guard leads with left foot and approaches the flag stands. Both Color Guards should arrive at flag stands at the same time. They stop with backs to Troop and stand with feet together holding their flag with flag stand in front of them at their feet.

CALLER: “Troop right hand salute. Those not in uniform, place your right hand over your heart.” Caller waits till Troop salutes and others place right hand over heart. 

CALLER: “Please join me in the Pledge of Allegiance.” Caller starts saying the Pledge. Color Guard stands still, does not salute, and does not say the Pledge.

CALLER: “Color Guard Post Colors.” Color Guard posts Colors, takes one step back, and briefly salutes the American Flag in unison.

CALLER: “Color Guard, about face.” Color Guard pivots and faces the Troop, but does not move.

CALLER: “Color Guard, forward march.” Color Guard starts off on left foot and walks to back of Scout Shack in unison.

CALLER:  When Color Guard reaches rear bench, “Color Guard dismissed, please remain standing.” Color Guard pivots and faces front of Scout Shack and stands at attention.

CALLER: “Please follow me in the (Scout Oath, Law, or Outdoor Code).” Caller puts their Scout sign up and leads the Troop in saying the (Scout Oath, Law, or Outdoor Code).

CALLER: “Please be seated.” Scouts take their seats and Caller and Color Guard return to their seats.

Senior Patrol Leader takes the podium.
